Coneress passed a law after your discharge from the lst Ore . 
In fy . , which hvd. the effect of' making certain officers of your rec:i,­
rnent entitled to what is known as «one - third increase pay proper " . 
You seer!l to be amone the number_, arJd as the law authorizinc it was 
enacted after your clischarge it is highly probable that you have 
never taken any steps to obtGin this increase of pay_, and probably 
have not been paid it. 7unlebs i n some settlement of your pay account_ 
made since your uischaree, anu even in many such settleMents it has 
not been rllowed, e i ther because not specifically claimed by t he o~ 
fi cer or else overlooked b~r the Au(ii t ing Clerks because of the con­
paratively small nuJYJbeP of' of+'icer· entitled thereto . As you were 
not c..ischarged as lst Lieut . un t il July ;~3, ldli6, this iteM would 
b& a considerabl e s11rn in your case ; asiue froM this, however, I fea 
certa i n that other items would be rllowed you i1' you have not hed 
any sett lement of your p~·y accounts since about ld90 . There have 
been rm::my mo''e just and liberal rulings since that time <-'l1d. some 
important leei sln t ion, an instance of 1hi ch lat. t er is the nevr, of­
ficers' rel'!1Ust er lftW po s sed in Feb . ld9?, which it is quite likely 
yon l"ave not had the benefit of, and. 1rhich might result in consider!.. 
ably increash1r:; any allo11ance to you under the other laws and rul-
; ngs . 

It ia also probable that you have never received travel allow­
ances from the place of your discharge t o the place of your enroll­
ment, or if you have had travel pay fo·· thGt distance, perhaps you 
!lave not had travel subsistence . Travel PE>Y and subsistence are 
cllowed at t.he rfl t e of one day's pay and subsistence for every 20 
t"liles of' t 1;A distance bet 1een places of discharge and enrollment, 
where the officer is entitled theret o . 

If you have not had a settleMent as above indicated I shall he 
gl'af1 to prosecute a claim for you and with tr.is in view I enclose 
the customary blar1k form of application .
