The center doors may 
or may not be open. If not open, Senate Sgt. 
at Arms raps on the door. After door is 
opened, or if open, Sgt. at Atms advances and 
announces to House Sgt. at Arms that the 
Senate has arrived.

House Sgt. at Arms stands by the center 
doors and the Secretary of the Senate, Senate 
Sgt. at Arms and Senators walk down the center 
aisle in a column of twos, halting at the 
half-way point. 

The Sergeant at Arms of the House will 
escort the President of the Senate to the 
Rostrum. 

Note: President is escorted to the steps 
of the Rostrum. The column remains in place 
while the President is being escorted to the 
Rostrum.
