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PLAN AND AGREEMENT OF MERBER
BETWEEN
FAMILY CARE OF WEST TUALITY, INC. AND
COMMURNITY ACTION ORGANIZATION

RECITALS

1. Family Care of West Tuality, Inc. (hereinafter, “Family Care") and Community Action
Organization (hereinafter, “CAQ" or “the surviving corporation’), the parties fo this Plan and
Agreameni of Merger, are both Public Benefit Corporations, duly incorporated as QOregon
nonprofit corporations.

2. Family Gare and CAQ have agreed to merge, with CAD as the surviving corporation.

3. The parties have agreed upon cerain tarms and conditions of this merger, set forth in the Plan
and Agreement of Merger below.

PLAN AND AGREEMENT OF MERGER
In consideration of the mutua!l promises contaitved herein, and with the intention of being legally
bound, the Boards of Directors of the undersigned corporations hereby adopt the following Plan and
Agresment of Merger:
SECTION 1: MERGER
The parties agree to the merger of Family Care and CAQ, with CAQ to be the surviving corporation.
SECTION 2; EFFECTIVE DATE
This merger shall be effective on October 1, 1997. In the event that the Articles of Merger are not
filad with the State of Oregon by that date, this merger shall be effective as scon theteaﬂer as the
Articlgs of Merger are filed with the State of Oregon.,
SECTION 3. NAME

The name of the surviving corporation shall be COMMUNITY ACTION ORGANIZATION.

SECTION 4 : ORGANIZATIONAL ARRANGEMENTS

4.1 Board of Directors, The Board of Directors of the surviving corporation shall offer its current
open slol designated for individuals who constitute part of the corporation's client population or
org: hizations serving such client population to Deena Banett,

Committees, Through June 30, 1908, the surviving corporation shall offer any vacant non-
Board pasitions on Board or corporation committees to any member of the Board of Directors
of Family Care who is qu. .ified for and who consents to fill suc™ position.
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SECTION §: PROGRAM

During the period prior to July 1, 1888, CAD will not terminate, and will not curisil or restructure in
any matenal respect (except as may be required by law), the ABC Soup, Kids Domain or Meiro CC R
& R programs which have besn operated by Family Care. During that period, CAO shall operate
thosa programs under the name “Family Care of West Tuality, a program of Community Action
Omanization.”

SECTION 6: GIFTS AND DONATIONS

Through June 30, 1988, all gifts and contributions directed to “Family Care of West Tuality” and all
gifts and contributions that otherwise include a reetriction for use by or in connection with Family
Care of West Tuailty are {o be treated as resiricted gifts, to be used for purposes of this program.

SECTION 7: EMPLOYEES

7.7  Retention of Emplovess, CAO shall hire alf employees of Famiiy Care. Except as
specifically pravided in this Agreement, all such employees shall be subject to the parsonnel
policies of CAO, as they may be amended from lime (o time; provided, however, that CAO will
not terminate or fay off any former Family Carg enployee fur budgetary reasons during the
period prior to July 1, 1888 so long as the funds restricted for the former Family Care
programs in accordance with Sections 6 and 8.3 of this Agreement are adaquate to cover all
expensas of such programs; and provided further, that no former Family Cate employee will
be terminated or laid off by CAQ in tha period prior 1o July 1, 1968 as a consequence of any
récrganization or reatructuring of the programs formerly operated by Family Care. CAQ shall
hava the right, in its discration to terminate or lay off any employee in accordance with CAQ's
parsaonnel poficies. Former Family Cara emnployees to which this section applies are named in
Exhibit A.

7.2 Salary Review. During the fiscal year 1997-88, CAO shall conduct a salary study of the
compensation of those employees who were Family Care employees (hereinafter, “the salary
study”). which may resuft in an adjustment to wages for those employees.

7.3  Rats of Pay, During the figeal year 1997-08, CAO agrees to reimburse Family Care
employees at the rate of pay set forth in Exhibit A, atiached and incorporated herein by this
referance. Those employees who will receive a one-time bonus for the fiscal year 1997-98 are
noted on the employee list in Exhibit A. The parties agree that salanies after June 30, 1998 for
FCWT employees shall be determined by the surviving corporation.

7.4 Banefits. All Family Care benefiis will cease except Family Care employees will carry all
unused, accrued vacation time to CAQ. Family Care employees will receive benefits as CAQ
employees in accordance with the schedules set out in Exhibits B, C, D, and E, attached and
incorporated herein by this reference.

Seniority. Family Care employees will maintain their seniority for purposes of determining
future vacation benefits under CAQ's vacation policies. For all oiher purposes, including
eligibifity for benefits, Fam™ r Care employees will be treated as new employees by CAQ.
