father was one, to the Spokane Indians. 

Born of mlastonary parents, with 
Indian children his only playmates as 
a boy, Mr. Walker has liVed through 
all of the wonderful development of 
this :Northwest country. 

Mr. Walker waa born December 7, 
1838, at the Whitman Mission, near the 
present site ot Walla Walla. Wash., 
and the scene later of the famous f1:!ltt-
man massacre. His tath~r. Rev. 
Elkanah Walker, . was a missionary to 
the Indians. He came to this state 
with his parents when quite young and 
has resided here continuously since 
that time. , ·

small pe,rt in it. As a young man he 
eerved as First Lieutenant of a com­
pany of volunteers In the Indian Wars 
and tor many years he has been one 
at the most active men In the state 

· In tne work of the Grange. He ha:s 
the remarkable record ot having or­
~ranlzed 43 granges In this state. He 
Is now servin&" his second term as 
chaplain of the State Grange and also 
Is a state deputy of the organization. 

He Is serving his third term as grand 
commander of the Indian War veterans 

_of the North Pacific Coast, an organiza­
tion Which Includes all of the Indian 
War veterans of Oregon, Washington, 
Idaho and part ot Montana, which Is 
all of the original Or~gon Territory. 

Mr. Walker has been especla!ly ac;ttve 
also In the werk of 'the Prohibition 
party In this state and says he expects 
to see the movement make greater 
advancement along this line before 
another year passes.
