His ability to develop three dimensional form with a real feeling for texture, 

movement, and the relatioD:ship to gravity is most vivid. He has worked closely 

with James Hansen and has assisted on a number of Hansen's large commissions.

One of Literal's recent works which Northwesterners may have noted is 

the "Vernal Rill," a commissioned fountain for the new city hall in Longview, 

Wash . As the city was developed around the logging industry, the fountain 

embodies the image of that beginning. 
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
