Many of the strategic Goals have no operational 
goals or emphasis in your Department Goals. Since you 
only have your departments to use in carrying out your 
objectives, you run the very real possibility of not 
reaching those strategic Goals. I would recommend a 
tightening up of the linkage between your Strategic Goals 
and your Department Goals. I huve some thoughts on how 
you could best accomplish this.
