The Congress



hereby urges and requests the President to implement the above-

expressed policy by initiating immediately the following actions:

(1) Establishing a final date for the withdrawal from Indochina

of all military forces of the United States contingent upon the

release of all American prisoners of Qar held by the Government

of North Vietnam and forces allied with such Government and an

accounting for all Americans missing in action who have been held

by or known to such Government or such forces.

(2) Negotiate with the Govermment of North Vietnam for an imme-

diate cease~-fire by all parties to the hostilities in Indochina.

(3) Negotiate with the Government of North Vietnam for an agree-

ment which would provide for a series of phased and rapid with-

drawals of United States military forces from Indochina in ex-

change for a corresponding series of phased releases of American

prisoners of war, and for the release of any remaining American

prisoners of war concurrently with the withdrawal of all remaining

military forces of the United States by not later than the date

established by the President pursuant to paragraph 1) hereof or

by such earlier date as may be agreed upon by the negotiating parties."

We further reiterate and confirm the official expressed position of the
Eisenhower Administration agreeing that the United States would not use force

to disturb the settlement agreed to under the Geneva Accords of 1954,
