My Dear Fellow Countrymen:

Tomorrow marks the 40th anniversary of the restoration of Taiwan to
the Republic of China. I would like, first of all, to wish all of you happiness,
good health, and good luck.

This 40th anniversary of Taiwan’s restoration also marks the 40th
anniversary of our victory over Japan. In retrospect, we are aware that
without the great foresight and indomitable courage of our late President
Chiang Kai-shek, we would not have defeated Japan in the War of Resistance;
that without the dauntless self-sacrifice of our soldiers and civilians, there
would have been no restoration of Taiwan; and that without the tireless
dedication and strong unity of our people over the past forty years, we would

not have been able to enjoy the affluence and prosperity of our lives today.

Drawing from our forty years of experience, we can affirm that our
bastion of national revival on Taiwan has truly become the beacon of freedom

and democracy for all Chinese.

But, we all know, too, that progress and national development are
essentially limitless. To cherish today’s fruit is not enough. We must also
endeavor to cultivate for a better tomorrow. Accordingly, we must constantly
remind ourselves never to overlood future challenges because of past achieve-

ments; never to relax in our ongoing efforts because of looming difficulties.

Looking ahead, though there will surely be obstacles of unknown magni-
tude for us to surmount, there is also certainty, that is: we will never change
our basic position to carry out our anti-Communist mission of mainland
recovery, to remain firmly in the democratic community, and to safeguard

our constitutional democracy and rule of law. For we know that all our
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development efforts must be aimed at the final goal of mainland recovery if
they are to truly serve us. And, we are also aware that only under a de-
mocratic system and the rule of law can national development ever be suf-

ficiently stable and advanced.

Marching firmly in these directions, we will surely be able to build an

even more prosperous and happier future.

My dear fellow countrymen, during the past forty years the Republic
of China’s efforts guided by the blueprint of Dr. Sun Yat-sen’s Three
Principles of the People have resulted in a special “Taiwan experience”
which has been praised as a “miracle’”. And through this experience, Chinese
all over the world have envisioned the real hope for all China. But, most
important, we ourselves have gained invaluable moral inspiration in the
process: as economic and social development proceeds, the more orderly

the process, the more certainly the results will accrue to our people’s welfare.

We deeply believe that with the same strength and determination we have
dedicated to the realization of the Three Principles of the People and the
revitalization of Chinese culture, we can certainly expand the best of our
experiences and achievements across the China mainland. At that time, when
the great undertaking for a trans-Chinese national revival is attained, everyone
of us will be eternally proud of our participation in the development of our
bastion of national revival, and of our endurinv dedication to our anti-
Communist mission of national recovery. And every bit of our experiences
thus contributed here and now will combine to make a most shining page

in the history of China.

My dear fellow countrymen, on this significant day, we not only celebrate
the restoration of Taiwan with very cheerful hearts, but also reaffirm our
optimism for the prospects of the reunification of China under the Three
Principles of the People.

Let us join together with boundless spirit to strive for the eventual day

of our triumph, when all China will enter a realm of glory.

Governor Chiu, Speaker Kao, Committee Chairman’ Kuan, Distinguished

Guests, Ladies and Gentlemen:

Today, representatives of all walks of life in Taiwan Province are getting
together here in celebration of the 40th anniversary of the restoration of
Taiwan to the Republic of China. I would like to join you in tribute to those
great deeds and efforts in the history of our nation which assured Taiwan’s
restoration, and to express my fervent wishes to all for a bright future for our
country.

On October 25, 1945, Taiwan was released from 50 years of Japanese
colonial rule and returned to the embrace of the her motherland. From then
on, both government and people here, guided by Dr. Sun Yat-sen’s Three
Principles of the People, have striven with shared purpose and never faltered.

We have brought our Chinese people’s intelligence and hard-working spirit
into full play. In 40 years, we have developed, here in Taiwan, a model
community realizing the goals of the Three Principles of the People--the
Chinese people revitalized, their civil rights assured, and livelihoods
improved. We have turned a war devastated society into a strong, and prosper-
ous community—a bastion for our great task of anti-Communism and national
revival.

Therefore, as we celebrate this glorious day, all of us certainly feel
honored and proud.

On this occasion, let us pay our highest tribute to the late President
Chiang Kai-shek, who led our country to victory in the eight-year anti-
Japanese war, which paved the way for Taiwan’s restoration, and who led
us onward in the post-war reconstruction and development of Taiwan.

Meanwhile, gratitude is due to all of our countrymen for their efforts
in making Taiwan what it is today.

The forty-year course of our endeavors signals clearly for us that no
matter how mighty the storm may be, it cannot obscure our purposeful

direction toward recovery of the mainland, nor can adversities divert our
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steady progress in the development of Taiwan.

So long as we are of one heart and of one mind and work closely together,
there is nothing we cannot do nor any undertaking we cannot accomplish.

Therefore, from this moment on, under the brilliant leadership of Pre-
sident Chiang Chingkuo, let us reinforce our efforts and march boldly
onward.

- In our political affairs, let us devote ourselves to the principle that
“the people have sovereignty and the government has ability” for the pur-
poses of perfecting our democracy and safeguarding our freedoms.

- In economic affairs, let us pursue continuous growth, further increase
people’s income, fairly share our nation’s wealth, enhance social reconstruc-
tion, and improve the quality of our environment.

-- In culture and education, let us make every effort to streamline our
education system, and to revive our traditional culture as well as create an
exquisite modern culture.

— In our society, let us fully restore social consciousness and create a
law-abiding, responsible citizenry; let us enhance our rightful devotion to
mutual aid and cooperation, and establish modernized conceptions of tradi-
tional values to serve as a driving force for our nation’s further progress.

As we celebrate with jubilation this Taiwan Restoration Day, we should
never forget that our one billion mainland compatriots live in a cauldron of
misery amid a witches’ brew of Communist tyranny.

They long for this system of democracy and the fair sharing of national
wealth provided in accordance with the philosophy of the Three Principles
of the People. They yearn deeply for a free and open society: The arrival
here in the Republic of China of anti-Communist {reedom-seckers, one
after another, demonstrates our mainland compatriots’ expectations of us;
it is an indication that they are calling for our help.

We must rededicate ourselves to the reconstruction of the mainland from
our experience in Taiwan’s own reconstruction and development. We must
ensure that the accomplishment of our great undertaking to reunify China
under the Three Principles of the People is accelerated.

President Chiang Ching-kuo has admonished us that: “Our own country
shall be saved by ourselves, and our own road shall be opened by ourselves.”

We are uniting with the one billion
fellow countrymen on.the Mainland and the thirty million overseas Chinese
in the joint effofts of fighling against the Communist tyranny and sowing the
seeds of the Three Principles of the People at every corner of the Mainland.
We wish thereby to pay our homage to the late President Chiang Kai-shek,
whose inspiring leadership made possible forty years ago our winning the
ultimate victory in the anti-Japanese war and achieving the retrocession of
this Province, and also to all the patriotic martyrs who had sacrificed their

lives for our country and for Taiwan’s retrocession.

We shall not be complacent for our present life of plenty. We want to

achieve greater prosperity and progress and more equitable distribution of

wealth. We will double our efforts for the sake of reconstructing our country
founded upon the great wisdom and benevolence of the Three Principles of
the People. We shall work side by side to hasten the downfall of the Com-
munist regime so that all Chinese can share the happy life that we have been
enjoying here ever since the Retrocession of Taiwan.
