will open its doors to eight.

“Chris and I started the
cold-weather shelter at Rolling
Hills, and this was the next
obvious step,” said Pruyn,
who lives in Tualatin.

Pruyn said he scoured
Craigslist.com for more than
two months before locating an
appropriate home to rent and
turn into a shelter for home-
less men.

Those approved for tempo-
rary residency will be allowed
to stay at the Jubilee
Transition Home for up to 18
months while they look for
work and a place of their own.
