On behalf of the Chairman of the People's Council of the 
Syrian Arab Republic, .I have the honol~ to convey to you an invi­
tation to attend the First Convention of congressmen and members 
of Parliament, in the Americas~ who are of Arab descent. 

This convention is to be held in the Syr·ian capital, 
Damascus, as from the 25th of October 1985 to the 30th of October, 
under the auspices of the President of the Syrian Arab Republic, 
His Excellency Hafez Al-Assad. The general theme of the Conven­
tion shall be to discuss ways and means to strengthen the rela­
tions between the Al'ab Nation and the peoples of the Arner·i can 
continent. 

Distinguished personalities beside congressmen and members 
of Parliament such as gover·nors. heads of Arab-American organi za·· 
tions, la\'1yers, l!Jriters and professors of Arab roots and some of 
their American fdends shall attend as observers. 

A!11ong the main items to be examined at the Convention is 
how to promote the ties that bind the Syrian Parliament to the 
legislatures in the A111ericas, and how to stl·engthen the economic 
and cultural relations between Syria and the bulk of the countries 
of the American continents~ payin a s• ecial attention to the 
consolidat·ion of the links between the Community of A1,ab de cent 
and the original motherland, and exploring the poss ibi lities of 
establishing mixed American--Syria 1 pt rl iamen .ary committees of 
friendship. 
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. In the hope that you consider favorably your kind 
acceptance of this invitii'tion, I wish to reiterate to you 
the expression of my high consideration.
