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INTRODUCTION

Legislative Research was requested to compile a
statistical profile of the 1977 Oregon Legislature. This
report presents comparative data on the 1971, 1973, 1975
and 1977 legislatures and includes age, place of birth,
education, occupation, party affiliation and prior
legislative experience. This information has been tabulated
in the Appendix and is summarized below.

PARTY AFFILIATION

The Democratic Party maintained their majority in
the 1977 Legislature, gaining one seat in the Senate and
losing one seat in the House. In the Senate, the Democrats
hold 24 seats to 6 for the Republicans. Democrats in the
House outnumber Republicans 37 to 23.

AGE

The difference in the average age of the traditionally
"older" Senate and "younger" House has narrowed to less than
one year. The average Senator in 1977 will be younger than
in previous years. His average age will be 43, down from
52 in 1971 and 46 in 1975. House members will also be younger
with an average age of 42.6 years. The range in ages is
similar. The youngest-.Senator will be 29, the oldest 66.

The youngest House member will be 25, the oldest also 66.

PLACE OF BIRTH

Fewer members of the 1977 Legislature were born in
Oregon than in any of the previous four sessions. In the
Senate, 40% of the Senators were born in Oregon. In the
House, 50% of the Representatives were born in the state.

COLLEGE EDUCATION

While the Senate has shown an increase in elected
representatives with college degrees, the House has shown
a decrease. The 1977 Senate will have 83% with a college
degree, up from 73% in 1975 and 67% in 1971. An additional
10% have attended college without gaining a degree.
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In the House, 55% of the Representatives have college
degrees, down from 58% in 1975 and 77% in 1971. An
additional 25% have done some college work while 20% have
not pursued a postsecondary education.

OCCUPATIONS

The majority of Senators in the 1977 Legislature will
be professionals (53%) including educators (17%) and
attorneys (20%). This is an increase over the last three
sessions from 43% in 1973 and 50% in 1975. The number of
Senators who classify themselves as businessmen has declined
from 53% in 1973 to 40% for the 1977 Session. Senators
involved in agriculture and ranching also declined from 17%
in 1975 to 10% in 1977.

The House maintains a majority of members in the
business field (40%). This is an increase over last session
(35%) but less than in 1971 (45%). In the professional fields
there has been a decrease from 35% in 1975 to 27% in 1977,
including educators (10%) and attorneys (10%). Agriculture
and "other" fields have remained constant. The "other"
category includes those who classify themselves as "housewife"
or "homemaker". They constitute 12% of the House and, of
these "homemakers", 57% have college degrees.

PRIOR LEGISLATIVE EXPERIENCE

The 1977 Legislature will have a higher percentage
of members with prior legislative experience than the 1975
Legislature. 1In 1977, 93% of the Senate and 73% of the House
will have served previously. The 1977 Senator will average
4.6 sessions experience and the house member 2.3 sessions.

WOMEN

Women represent 10% of the Senate, the same as in
1975 and up from 1973 (7%). The House has 15% female
representation, an increase from 1975 (13%).

Be It Resolved by the Legislative Assembly of the State of Oregon:

(1) There is created an interim committee on public health, the mem-
bers to be selected as follows:

(a) The President of the Senate shall appoint four members from
among the members of the Senate.

(b) The Speaker of the House of Representatives shall appoint five
members from among the members of the House of Representatives.

(2) The committee shall study the administration of public health
services in this state, including but not limited to:

(a) The organization and operation of the State Board of Health in
exercising and carrying out its powers and duties under the statutes of
this state.

(b) The relationship between the State Board of Health and local
health authorities in the performance of their respective functions under
the statutes of this state.

(c) The relationship between the programs of the Mental Health
Division and the activities of counties in the area of mental health.

(3) The committee shall report its findings and recommendations to the
Fifty-fourth Legislative Assembly.

(4) Subject to the approval of the Legislative Fiscal Committee, the
committee may:

(a) Employ such persons as are necessary for the accomplishment of
the purposes for which the committee is created;

(b) Fix the amount of compensation of such employes, and

(c) Accept contributions of funds and assistance from the United States,
its agencies or from any other source, public or private, and agree to
conditions thereon not inconsistent with this resolution, to aid in financing
the work of the committee. All such funds shall be paid into the General
Fund of the State Treasury to the credit of a separate account for the com-
mittee and shall be disbursed, for the purpose for which contributed, in the
same manner as other funds appropriated for the committee.

(5) All agencies, departments and officers of this state are directed to
assist the committee in its study and investigation, and to furnish such
information and advice as the committee considers necessary to carry out
its duties.

(6) The committee shall prepare a budget in accordance with a format
specified by the Legislative Fiscal Committee and file a copy with the
Emergency Board by September 1, 1965.

(7) Except for payment of expenses authorized by the Legislative
Fiscal Committee for editing, reproducing and distributing the report
required by ORS 171.625 and this resolution, the committee created by
this resolution is not authorized to pay any- expense on or after Novem-
ber 1, 1966, nor shall it, before November 1, 1966, incur obligations or



pay in advance for any materials or services to be furnished to it after
November 1, 1966.

(8) The Secretary of State shall audit the claims for expenses of the
committee authorized by law, and draw warrants therefor payable from
funds appropriated for payment of the expenses of the Fifty-third Legis-
lative Assembly. However, such payments from funds appropriated for
payment of expenses of the Fifty-third Legislative Assembly shall not
exceed in the aggregate the sum of $30,000.
