As can be seen from the accompany-
ing list, most of Oregon’s and all of
Portland’s television stations, and most
of Portland's radio stations are owned
by out-of-state corporations.

As might be expected, many people

_in the industry assert that out-of-state
.ownership is not really a factor in how

the stations serve the local community,
since with local managers and a strong
local presence, the stations are
perceived as belonging to the com-

|- munity.

Victor Ives, one of the few local
owners of a Portland area radio sta-
tion, disagrees- somewhat. Ives and
nine limited partners bought KMJK
;FM) of Lake Oswego in October 1983

-from Harte-Hanks Communications
- for $2.3 million. He and his co-owners
~are using their firsthand knowledge of

the market to better the station, he

- said. Ives said local ownership will be
part of the station’s marketing plan.

. "I don’t think it will make a heck of
a lot of difference to listeners, but it
will to the advertising community,” he
said.

Currently the FCC limits a corpora-
:0n to owning a maximum of seven

. AM, seven FM, and seven television

stations, with no more than five of
these stations being VHF, The FCC is
considering ending the rule and is
receiving comment from the public on
the issue. There is considerable
speculation that the rule will be
eliminated within the next few
months, said Ives, a move he considers
detrimental to individuality and
creativity.

Acting on a request from the Na-
tional Association of Broadcasters, the
FCC is considering eliminating an-
other rule which prohibits a company
from owninghthree stations within 100
miles or in the same market. An FCC
staff report suggested that the rule
prevents companies from receiving the
efficiencies of operating more stations
in an area.

On the other hand, KATU's Tom
Dargan stressed the advantages of
joint ownership of stations in the same
region. Fisher Broadcasting, which
owns KATU (Channel 2) in Portland
and KOMO radio and television in
Seattle has a marketing department
which serves both. “It's almost a have-
to thing.,” said Dargan. “So many of
sur advertisers have stores in both
markets.” The stations also share news
coverage, particularly of southwest
Washington.

Very independent, low key approach. Started career at the
Gazette-Times as reporter, education reporter, city
editor. Went to Missoulian for 3-4 years as managing
editor. Came here again as editor.

Kay Black, city editor. Number 2 person after Deckert.
Bright and articulate, started at the Missoulian; came
about the same time as Deckert. Strong writer.
