—it'is advisable to use a pen or indelible pencil for signing petitions.
—Only one circulator may collect signatures on any one sheet of a petition.

—All signers on any one sheet of a petition should be electors of the same
county.

—The signature sheet affidavit must be completed for each sheet by the
circulator of that sheet.

—it is unlawful for a person circulating a petition to knowingly make any
false statement to any person who signs it or requests information about
it.

—t is unlawful to circulate or file a petition knowing it to contain a false
signature.

—it is unlawtful to give or receive any money for securing signatures of
electors on a petition

FOR SIGNERS

—Only electors may sign a petition.

—Sign your full name, as you did when you registered, and fill in your
residence address and precinct in the spaces provided.

Do not sign
another person’s name under any circumstances.

—A woman should sign her own name, not her husband's or her husband's
initials; for example, ‘Mary A. Jones,'" not ""Mrs. John A. Jones."”
