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TOWNS AND VILLAGES

Within Dade County are 27 cities, with Miami
as the county seat and Miami Beach as the hub of
the resort areo. The county is administered by an
vnusval metropolitan form of government, usvally
referred to locally as Metro. The Metro government
is o county commission-county manager siructure.

The Metro charter was odopted in 1957, fol-
lowing the passage in the state of a ‘‘home rule’
amendment to the state conslitution designed to
enoble counties desiring to do so to create a form
of county government empowered to legislate county
ordinances, thus eliminating the need for the siate
legislature to enact special statutes required by
metropolitan oreos. Among other reasons odvanced
for creation of the Meiro government was the need
to bring urban improvements to unincorporated
areas, to economize by consclidating many dupli-
cating functions of the cities and the county, and
to provide a professional county-manager form of
administration.
