House Sgt. at Arms will be at the center doors. He
greets the Senate and addresses the Speaker:

"I have the honor to announce that the Senate has

"The Sergeant at Arms will admit the members of the

Senate and staff."

House Sgt. at Arms stands by the center doors and
the Secretary of the Senate, Senate Sgt. at Arms
and Senators walk down the center aisle in a column

(Chairs are to be
provided for Senators in front of the first row of
House members' desks.)

Senate Secretary takes a seat on the lower level of
the Rostrum next to the House Chief Clerk.

Senate Sgt. at Arms then takes a position at the
desk of the House Sgt. at Arms.

Desk staff will proceed to the north aisle --
chairs will be provided.
